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Guideline for teachers

DESCRIPTION OF THE CLASS

Students discuss problems that accompany the aging of a population and design better opportunities for securing their retirement.
 
AGE 

15-19

AIMS 

Students know how to find and use reliable sources of information about population, they can analyse a population pyramid and can apply the knowledge in explaining the aging processes of a population and providing solutions to the topic-related problems in a specific country.

Students have an overview of the workforce and income, they understand the importance of long-term career planning skills as a prerequisite for subsistence and securing retirement. They also have an overview of the regulative role of governments in redistributing amenities through taxation. 

DURATION OF THE CLASS

1-2 classes of 45 minutes

CLASS WORK

Students work under the guidance of the teacher, alone or in pairs. They find information from the internet with the help of the guidance in the worksheets and fill in the worksheets with the information found. 

1. Teacher’s introduction to the topic. The life curve of human and economic activity, the age-specific consistency of the population and its distribution: children and adolescents, the employed and workers, seniors and pensioners.   
2. The analysis of the population pyramid. Population Pyramids of the World from 1950 to 2100 according to the UN data  https://www.populationpyramid.net/ 
3. The summary of the problems accompanying the aging of the population leads to the topic of securing one’s retirement. 
4. Students’ independent work, finding information on the internet and filling in the worksheets with the help of the teacher when necessary. 

SUMMARY

Summary of the core information of the class. Some students present recommendations to a friend, students share opinions. This is followed by the teacher’s summary of the topic and evaluation on the class’s work.
