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LESSON PLAN: Inquiry – youngsters and pocket money
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	Why?

Some pupils get pocket money, others don't. It is important that pupils see the differences, also concerning their age and financial situation.


	
	What?

Pupils start their own inquiry where they gather information, present it in an Excel Sheet and draw conclusions.


	
	How?
Independent assignment.

First pupils learn how to make questions for an inquiry, then they present these questions to peers and at the end they present the results and make decisions from it.

	Teaching strategy

	· Group work. 

· Teacher gives an introduction to the subject and the way the pupils have to make questions and how to use a spreadsheet.

· Teacher is the coach who will control the activity of the students and will help them when they get stuck.



	1. Conditions
Pupils get divided in groups ad random. Every group gets a booklet with information files. 
The use of a calculator is permitted.



	2. Content / theme
There are eight steps in the inquiry.
Step 1: We divide the class in groups of 4-5 pupils.
Step 2: We propose a classical working plan. What do we want to investigate?
Step 3: We think about the inquiry questions. All questions have to be about the income of youngsters.
· Every group brainstorms about possible questions

· In a class discussion we decide which questions will be used in the inquiry

· Every group puts the chosen questions in a Google doc. 

Step 4: Every group presents the questions to 4 age categories and per age category 5 persons are questioned:

· 10-11 years old

· 12-13 years old

· 14-15 years old

· 16-17 years old

Step 5: Per group, the tasks are divided. Every pupil takes 5 inquiries. 

Step 6: Every group puts the results of the inquiry in the spreadsheet. 

Step 7: Every group gets 1 inquiry question of which they investigate all age categories. They make suitable graph with an overview of the different age categories. 

Step 8: Make 3 valuable conclusions out of your graph.
